Exercise 2. Find That Animal

This box contains a sample of the huge diversity of creatures that can be found throughout the animal kingdom.  Some of these sure do not look much like animals but they are. 

· Take a look at all of the representatives. 

· Inspect them and make notes of their differences and similarities on a sheet of paper or on the blackboard 

· Find the picture that matches each animal (See Study Sheets to the Animal Phyla under Exercise 2 in the Answer booklet). Each specimen is numbered and its picture has the corresponding number so that you can make this match. With the picture, you will find a brief description of the animal group (phylum, which is based on basic body plan, in most cases). 

·  Note the traits of each of these animals on your sheet of paper or on the black board.  

· After you are finished looking at the animals and their descriptions, spin the pointer on the game board.  The spinner will land on a space that contains a number.
·  Look up the number on the clue sheet on the next page to get the characteristics of a mystery animal phylum/taxon. Your job is to match the description with the appropriate animal.  
· Check your decision on the answer sheet under Exercise 2 in the answer booklet.
