Unit 7 - The Backyard Naturalist


We who live in east Tennessee share the land with a wide variety of different plants and animals.  Some things like trees and some animals are easy to find because they live out in the open where we can see them.  Many of the animals, however, hide during the day and only come out at night.  We can use animal tracks, and their poop (scat) to identify their presence. And for birds and night animals, calls are evidence of their presence. In this unit, students will learn about the tracks animals common to this area make (Exercise 1: Who Walked Here?), the poop they leave behind (Exercise 2. The Scoop on Poop), and the calls they make (Exercise 3. Bird Songs and Things that go Bump in the Night).
